Barbour County is a small rural county in the north central section of the state.  It is 
located in the Appalachian Plateau region.  The terrain is hilly to mountainous and is 
drained by the Tygart Valley, Buckhannon and Middle Fork Rivers.  It is ranked 37th in 
the State as to population.

This predominately agricultural county is the site of the first land battle of the Civil War.  
A double-barreled covered bridge, constructed in 1852 and restored in 1991, still carries 
U.S. Route 250 highway traffic across the Tygart Valley River.  This bridge is the only 
one of its kind on a federal highway system. 
 
Barbour County has a rich coal-mining heritage and the countyôs economy is largely 
based on mining, wood products and agriculture.

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West Virginia History 
 

The area that would become West Virginia was settled by Morgan Morgan, a 
Welshman, in 1730.  By 1754, a large group of Scot-Irish settled in Hampshire County 
(in the eastern panhandle).  Native Americans used the area for hunting, fishing and 
salt-gathering expeditions.  Early on, the salt industry drew people to West Virginia.  
Salt was first found by John Howard and John Peter Salley in the Kanawha Valley.  
They were also the first to discover coal in the area in 1742. 
 
George Washington journeyed to western Virginia via the Kanawha River in 1770.  He 
had intended to establish a settlement on the Kanawha, but the Revolutionary War 
ended his plans. 
 
In 1863, as a result of the Civil War, West Virginia split from Virginia and became a 
separate state.  By proclamation of President Abraham Lincoln, West Virginia entered 
the Union as the 35th state on June 20, 1863.  Arthur I. Boreman became the first 
Governor and Wheeling, in the stateôs northern panhandle, was chosen as the first 
Capitol.  The Capitol was moved permanently to Charleston in 1877. 
 
West Virginiaôs population is approximately 1.8 million, with 64 percent of its citizens 
living in rural areas and 36 percent in urban areas.  The Stateôs population density is 
about 80 people per square mile.    West Virginia is made up of 55 Counties, each with 
its own County and Municipal government structures.  There are three congressional 
districts.  
 
West Virginia, often referred to as a Mid-Atlantic State, is nestled in the Appalachian 
highlands in the east central section of the United States.  In fact, it is ideally situated to 
access much of the United States since 60 percent of the population lives within 500 
miles.  It is crossed by Interstates 64, 68, 70, 77, 79 and 81, two major railroads in the 
East and miles of navigable inland waterways. 
 
The Sate is a composite of high, wooded mountains, deep valleys and broad plateaus.  
There are three topographic regions: the Appalachian Ridge and Valley Region, the 
Appalachian Plateau and the Blue Ridge.  The highest elevation is Spruce Knob at 
4,863 feet above sea level and the lowest elevation is 240 feet above sea level at 
Harperôs Ferry. 
 
West Virginiaôs climate is similar to that of other Mid-Atlantic States.  The average State 
temperature is 72 degrees Fahrenheit in July and 32 degrees Fahrenheit in January.  
The four seasons are nearly equal in length.

Belington, in southern Barbour County, is just 5 miles from 4-lane U.S. Rt. 33, 
which is Corridor H of the Appalachian Highway System.  Corridor H has been 
completed from I-79 near Weston to Elkins.  When the eastern portion is 
complete, the Corridor will connect central West Virginia with I-81 at Strasburg, 
VA. 
Philippi, in the northern part of the county, is 20 miles from I-79 to the northwest 
and 20 miles from Corridor H to the south.

It was two-thirds 
destroyed by fire on February 2, 1989 but has been completely restored using hand 
tools and carpentry methods of the 19th century.
